Richmond, VA— Sheriff Woody is proud to announce that the Richmond City Sheriff’s Office 

has received a 100% Compliance Report from the Virginia Law Enforcement Professional 

Standards Commission (VLEPSC).  The Commission is made up of the Virginia Sheriff’s 

Association, The Virginia Association of Chiefs of Police, and Virginia Department of Criminal 

Justice Services.  Executive board members include active Sheriffs and Chiefs, who establish 

professional standards which law enforcement agencies in Virginia are expected to abide by. 

Out of the 190 standards required by VLEPSC, all 190 standards were met by the Richmond City 

Sheriff’s Office on the first audit visit.
