The audit report, Department of Public Works Roadway Maintenance, was judged on
several key elements, such as the potential for significant impact, the persuasiveness of
the conclusions, the focus on improving government efficiency and effectiveness, and its
clarity, conciseness and innovation.

The report met the audit objectives through various public surveys and research
methods, and highlighted the need for an effective roadway maintenance strategy as well
as improved internal controls. The use of graphs and photos was helpful in supporting
the findings and recommendations.

Judges from peer
organizations determined that this audit was among the best of 2011.
