Acceptable Documents for
Proof of Age

The RRS may require proof of age. Not having evidence of date of birth can delay payment from the RRS. The
RRS will accept the following documents for evidence of date of birth:

Birth Certificate™

Passport

REAL identification card/ REAL 1D

Form SSA-2458 / Report of Confidential Social Security Benefit Information
Other**

*Types of acceptable birth certificates are: public record of birth, hospital birth record or certificate, physician’s
or midwife’s birth record, church record of birth or baptism, certification of approved form of bible or other family
record (birthdates must be in chronological order), or foreign birth record (provide translation if necessary)

**Qther documents that can be used as evidence of date of birth: Census Bureau notification of registration birth,
naturalization / immigration record (provide translation), military record, school record, vaccination record, labor
union or fraternal record, insurance policy (policy should be in force at least 10 years), marriage certificate (if
birth is listed)
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
